In your response, which 

is approximately 200 words in length (a well-developed paragraph), you must cite and respond to 

a piece of text (remember to include your parenthetical citation!).  

 Comment upon or respond to 2 postings of your classmates (these posts should be approximately 

100-150 words in length). 

Discussion communities will be available on the SHC Ning beginning July 15
th
. We expect all students to 

have completed two of the five postings by August 1
st
, and all five postings must be completed by August 

30
th
. The quality of your responses will be graded by your teacher and included in your first trimester 

average.
